ENG3U Perspective Writing Assignment –Jackson’s The Lottery, or Poe’s M.o.t.R.D

The first assignment in this course is a creative writing piece. You will pretend to be a character from either The Masque of the Red Death or The Lottery and write 350-500 words from your chosen character’s point of view. Please choose one of the following options:
A) The Judge’s decision – Mrs. Delacroix was put on trial for the murder of Tessie Hutchinson, and you are the judge of her trial. Consider and evaluate Mrs. Delacroix’s state of mind. Was she in control of her thoughts/emotions (and therefore responsible for her actions)? Or, should Mrs. Delacroix not be considered responsible for her actions because she was not in control of her thoughts/emotions? You’re the judge, so you should pretend that you have already heard a case presented against her and her defense. You must state whether she is found guilty or innocent of the murder of Tessie Hutchinson. Provide your reasoning with details from the text.
B) Letters from Inside the Castle – Imagine yourself as one of the only guest that survives Prince Prospero’s masquerade! You will write a letter to someone you care about (you are assuming they are still alive) and you will share your experience and your perspective. You might choose to explain the following ideas: What was it like in the castle? What happened there? How did it make you feel? How did you survive?

C) Diary Entries –  Imagine that you are a character from “The Lottery” and it is now 20 years after the death of Tessie Hutchinson (0bviously you cannot be Tessie—she’s dead!). Write a minimum of three separate, dated diary entries that effectively summarize what has happened since that time. Does your town still practice the lottery or has it been abolished? What is your character’s opinion on this practice? How has the lottery affected his or her life?
Requirements: 

· 350—500 words (Typed and printed BEFORE the DUE DATE)
· Make specific references to incidents in the story (You need to demonstrate that you remember and understand what happened in the stories)
· Your story must be written in the First Person Point of View (i.e. using the personal pronoun “I”)

· Following your character’s description in the story, you must include specific phrases or diction(words) used in the story by your character, and/or write what you imagine you character would say/do in the new circumstances. Ensure that your character’s voice, thoughts and actions are consistent with how they speak/think/act in the original story.
You can be as creative as you want! You may include information that was not be mentioned in the original story as long as it is believable and convincing!
